Summary of Governor’s 6/10/2020 Proclamation
This proclamation is effective June 12 through June 25.
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Strong encouragement for all vulnerable Iowans, in all counties, to continue to limit their activities outside of the home. Encouragement to limit in-person interactions with vulnerable Iowans, and exercise care when doing so.

Effective Friday through June 25, guidance on re-openings:
· Restaurants and bars, including a wedding reception venue, winery, brewery, distillery, country club, or other social or fraternal club (if serving food and beverages on its premises):
· 6-foot distancing between groups; reasonable health measures.
· Fitness centers, health clubs, health spas, or gyms:
· 6-foot distancing between equipment; group activities must maintain 6-foot distancing; reasonable health measures.
· Casinos and gaming facilities:
· Encourage 6-foot distancing between gaming positions, turning off alternating gaming machines, separating positions; reasonable health measures.
· Senior citizen centers and adult daycare facilities:
· Compliance with guidance from IDPH
· Barbershops and salons (cosmetology, electrology, esthetics, nail technology, manicuring, pedicuring):
· 6-foot distancing between customers; reasonable health measures.
· Medical spas:
· Compliance with medical PPE requirements, (see Section 4 of the full proclamation for details).
· Theaters and performance venues, including motion pictures and live performances:
· 6-foot distancing between groups; reasonable health measures.
· Speedways or race tracks, including horse or dog racing:
· 6-foot distancing between groups; reasonable health measures.
· Malls:
· Play areas and playgrounds must remain closed; reasonable health measures.
· Museums, aquariums, zoos, libraries, indoor playgrounds, children’s play centers, swimming pools, bingo halls, bowling alleys, pool halls, arcades, amusement parks, campgrounds, tanning facilities, massage therapy establishments, tattoo establishments, bookstores; clothing stores; shoe stores; jewelry stores; luggage stores; cosmetic, beauty, or perfume stores; florists; and furniture and home furnishing stores; tobacco, cigarette, cigar, or vaping stores; toy, gaming, music, instrument, movie, or adult entertainment stores:
· Reasonable health measures.

Through June 25, guidance on mass gatherings:
· Social, community, recreational, leisure, or sporting gatherings or events, including farmers markets and auctions, may be held if the gathering complies with the following:
· Organizer must ensure at least 6-foot distancing between groups and implement reasonable health measures.
· Practices, games, competitions for baseball, softball, and individual sports such as running, biking, swimming, tennis, and golf:
· Permitted so long as reasonable health measures are implemented.
· Spiritual and religious gatherings (including funerals & weddings) are not prohibited.

Limitations on nonessential or elective surgeries and procedures. (See proclamation language for full requirements).
