Summary of Public Health COVID-19 Business Reopening Guidance 
4/27/20 

It is important for businesses to know the state’s requirements on re-opening.

In addition to following all other rules of the Governor, businesses that reopen must do the following: 

1. Follow Centers for Disease Control guidance related to Cleaning and Disinfection for Community Facilities 

2. Tell people to wash their hands frequently and provide supplies for employees and customers. 

3. Remind employees and customers to stay at least 6 feet away from each other. 

4. Post signs on the door saying no one should enter if they are sick or have been around anyone with a COVID-19 diagnosis in the last 14 days. 

5. If an employee becomes sick, ask them to tell the management.  They should leave the workplace and then call their health care provider. 

6. Customers and employees should consider using cloth face coverings. 

7. Anyone who is high risk should continue to stay home. 

8. Businesses should report to the Iowa Department of Public Health if more than 10% of their employees are sick.  
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
